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1. RATIONALE
1.1 Homework is an essential part of a child’s education and plays a key role in supporting their development. We recognise that the time and resources available in school alone are limited. Children benefit greatly when parents and teachers work together to support learning at home and at school.

1.2 At Mayville Academy, homework helps to build a strong partnership between teachers and parents. One of our core aims is to help pupils become independent, self-motivated learners, and homework is a valuable way to develop these skills.

1.3 Homework supports pupils in raising their attainment while recognising the importance of play, leisure, and extracurricular activities. Homework should complement—not replace—these wider experiences. We encourage parents to help children make the most of opportunities both inside and outside school to develop their skills, interests, and talents.
2. AIMS AND OBJECTIVES
2.1 The aims of homework are to:

· Support pupils in making maximum academic and personal progress.

· Develop independence and responsibility for learning.

· Strengthen the partnership between home and school.

· Ensure curriculum coverage in greater depth.

· Consolidate and reinforce classroom learning.

· Help pupils build good study habits for future learning.

2.2 Homework expectations increase as pupils move through the school. In addition to regular tasks, teachers may set additional homework for specific pupils or groups to address individual learning needs (e.g., extra phonics, handwriting practice, additional problem-solving activities).

	Core subject homework will be set weekly. Literacy and maths will be set on a rotational basis fortnightly, for example: weeks 1 and 2, literacy, weeks 3 and 4, maths etc.

	
	KS1 and KS2 optional extras to consolidate key skills:

· Times tables

· Reasoning, arithmetic and problem solving.



3. STRUCTURE AND AMOUNT OF HOMEWORK
3.1  Homework will be progressively increased through the school. Tasks are designed to consolidate learning, extend understanding, and develop independent study habits.

3.2 Homework packs may be provided during the summer term to support continued learning at home, covering grammar, punctuation, spelling, maths, and topic activities.
4. FEEDBACK
4.1
Pupils will receive feedback on their homework in a number of ways:
· Teacher or LSA comments, either written (e.g., homework or reading diaries) or verbal during class.

· Marked tests (e.g., spelling, times tables).

· Peer or self-assessment, where appropriate.

· Digital feedback if homework is submitted via online platforms.

5. PUPILS WITH SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS
5.1 Homework is set for all pupils as part of regular school practice. Tasks are adapted to match individual abilities.

5.2 For pupils with an Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP) or specific learning needs, homework will be adapted in line with their targets to ensure meaningful participation and progress.
6. ROLE OF PARENTS
6.1 Parents play a vital role in supporting homework. We ask parents to:

· Encourage children to complete homework on time and to a good standard.

· Provide a quiet, well-lit workspace at home.

· Engage with their child’s learning by listening, asking questions, and celebrating effort.

· Check homework diaries or online platforms regularly.

6.2    Parents should discuss any homework concerns with the class teacher first. For broader issues, contact the Associate Assistant Headteacher, and for formal complaints about policy, contact the Trust Board.

7.EXTRA SCHOOL SUPPORT
7.1     Homework clubs are available for Key Stages 1 and 2. Children may be invited to attend if staff feel they would benefit, or parents may request a place by discussing it with the class teacher.
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
