Some of our Year 4 children go on to enroll in swimming lessons to continue the progress they have made.


Children in most Year groups have an opportunity to participate in a range of sports competition with other schools across the Borough.

Children with SEND needs also have the opportunity to participate in activities designed to build confidence.





Children have an additional P.E session each week in the form of dance. Our dance programme is run by an outside provider.
